Putnam Memorial State Park, Redding, Connecticut			November 5, 2022

This one-day event will commemorate the 244th anniversary of the arrival and encampment of Genl Putnam’s Division in 1778.

On their march north to destroy the supply depot in Danbury, CT, Crown Forces were met with several ambushes by local militia and Continental troops.  The Crown likewise gave back as good as they got. The barricade at Ridgefield, CT was meant to stop the British, but that battle is said to have lasted only 15 minutes.  “Camp Reading,” today the site of Putnam Memorial State Park, was created the following year because of the Danbury Raid.

Off I-95: take Exit 17. Take Route 136 north for 9 miles. At the intersection of Route 136 and Route 58, take Route 58 north and drive 8.8 miles. Putnam Memorial is at the intersection of Route 107 and Route 58.

Off the Merritt Parkway Southbound: Take Exit 42. Take Route 136 north for 5.2 miles. At the intersection of Route 136 and Route 58 take Route 58 north and drive 8.8 miles. Putnam Memorial is at the intersection of Route 107 and Route 58.

Off the Merritt Parkway Northbound: Take exit 44. Take Route 58 north for 12.4 miles. Putnam is at the intersection of Route 58 and Route 107.

From the East: Off I-84 westbound, take Exit 10. Go right off the exit and follow to Route 25 south. Take a right onto Route 302 west and follow approx. 6 miles to Route 58 south. Take a left onto Route 58 and follow south for 2.8 miles. Putnam Memorial is at the intersection of Route 58 and Route 107.

From the West: Off I-84 eastbound, take Exit 10. Go left off the exit and follow to the Route 25 south. Take a right onto Route 302 west and follow approx. 6 miles to Route 58 south. Take a left onto Route 58 and follow south for 2.8 miles. Putnam Memorial is at the intersection of Route 58 and Route 107.
